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Installation and Registration 

 
 How to install Cadig software? 
 

1. Quit all programs, especially AutoCAD (LT).  
2. Double-click the installation application.  
3. Follow the instructions on the screen.  
4. After the installation, you can run AutoCAD (LT) to use it.  
 
If you have installed other Cadig series applications, the installation application 
will recognize default destination path and finish installation without any instructions.  
 
 How to install (multi-seat) Stand-Alone License? 
 

Install the software on the computers based on the license number you purchased. 
Since only one copy of Product ID & Product Key for Volume License, so you don't need to enter different 
ones for each machine. Just use the same Product ID & Product Key for all computers. 
 
 How to upgrade from a previous version? 
 

If you are upgrading from a previous version of Cadig products, just run the latest installation program to 
overwrite the old one. If it is a major upgrade, maybe you need to enter new license key. Write to 
support@cadig.com for your new license key (Including your old one). 
 
 I failed to install/load Cadig software. Why? 
 

You must be "Administrator" to install and remove Cadig software. In Windows 2000/XP only "Power Users" 
& "Administrators" can use Cadig software. 
 
 How to register the Cadig software? 
 

After you purchase the software, you will receive an email containing your License Certificate. The 
Certificate will contain your Product ID and Product Key.  
 
The next step of the registration process is to authorize the software. This process will lock the software to 
an individual workstation. 
 
To access the Registration screen: 
 
1. On the Cadig menu in AutoCAD (LT), point to AutoField, click Register.  
2. Enter your Product ID & Product Key in the registry window Click OK button.  

3. The application would instruct you whether your registration is successful or not.  
4. If failed, take note of the following: 
 

 Copy & Paste Product ID/Key instead of typing (Recommended) 

 Make sure of no SPACEBAR BLANKS at the beginning/end 

 Product ID/Key is related to your CAD platforms and versions 

 Product ID/Key is case-sensitive 

 Take care to distinguish properly between 'l' & '1', 'o' & '0 etc. 
 
After successful registration, all trial limitations would be immediately removed.

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 How to uninstall software? 
 

1. Quit all programs, especially AutoCAD (LT).  
2. Double-click the Add/Remove Programs icon in the Windows Control Panel.  
3. Click Cadig AutoField in the Currently installed program box, and then click the Change/Remove 

button.  
4. Follow the instructions on the screen.  
 
Or 
 
1. Quit all programs, especially AutoCAD (LT).  
2. Double-click the installation application, such as AutoField210forAutoCAD (LT) 2006.exe. 

This installation application will automatically detect the corresponding application in local machine.  
3. Follow the instructions on the screen to remove the software.  
 
 I uninstall Cadig software; however I still get an AutoCAD (LT) Message "Menu load failed. File 

not found: C:\Program Files\Common Files\Cadig\Cadig2006\Cadig2006.mns" when I run 
AutoCAD (LT). How can I get rid of this? 

 

This message will only occur the first time that AutoCAD (LT) has been run after uninstallation has taken 
place. 
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Product Usage 

Block Count Field 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

2) Select AF Block Count in Field Names. 

3) Select the block you want to count. 
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Block Count Field Filtered by Layer 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Block Count in Field Names. 

3) Select the block you want to count. 

4) Click the Advanced Filter button. 

 

5) Select the specific layer. 
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6) Click OK button. 

7) Click OK button to insert a block count field. 
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Block Count Field Filtered by Attribute Value 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

2) Select AF Block Count in Field Names. 

3) Select the block you want to count. 

4) Click the Advanced Filter button. 

 

5) Check Attribute. 

6) Enter the specific tag. 

7) Select its relationship to the value. 

8) Enter the specific value. 

9) Click OK button. 

10) Click OK button to insert a field.

Excel Cell Field 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Excel Cell in Field Names. 

3) Click Browse button  to select an Excel file. Then the selected Excel file will be opened. 

4) Select the cell you want to import as a field. 

5) Switch to AutoCAD. 

6) Click Get Active Cell button. Then the address of the cell will be filled in the field option dialog. 

7) You may select the path type to save the Excel file path. 

8) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Create Multiple Excel Cell Fields From Selected Range 

1) Start Excel and open your workbook. 

2) Select the cells in Excel. 

3) Switch to AutoCAD and Click Excel Cell Fields.  

     
 
4) Check the workbook, worksheet name, selected range and path type. 
 

 

5) Click OK to insert the Excel Cell Fields one by one. 
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Area Field for Multiple Objects 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Object Area in Field Names. 

3) Click Select button to select objects. 

The area field may calculate the area of multiple polylines and circles. 

4) You may click Filter… button to filter the specific polylines and circles. 

5) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Length Field for Multiple Objects 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Object Length in Field Names. 

3) Click Select button to select objects. 

The length field may calculate the length of multiple polylines, lines, arcs and circles. 

4) You may click Filter… button to filter the specific polylines, lines, arcs and circles. 

5) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Table Cell Field 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Table Cell in Field Names. 

3) Click Cell button to select a specific table cell. 

 

4) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Text File Field 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Text File in Field Names. 

3) Click Browse button  to select a text format file.  

4) You may select the path type to save the text file path. 

 

5) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Excel Formula Field 

1) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
2) Select AF Formula in Field Names. 

3) Double click the function in the function names. The function will be appended to the formula. Also you 
can enter the function manually in the formula.  

 

4) Click Cell. The Field dialog box closes temporarily. Select a cell in a table in the drawing. The cell address 
is appended to the formula. 

5) Currently AutoField just supports the IF, MAX, MIN, RIGHT, LEFT, MID, ROUND, ROUNDDOWN and 
ROUNDUP functions of Excel in AutoCAD.  

6) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Reference Object From Another Drawing 

You can use the defined object field to reference the object (for example, Text, MText or Attribute) from 
another drawing.  

1) Open the drawing containing the object you want to reference. 

2) Add the object (for example, Text, MText or Attribute) to the defined object list. 

 

 

3) Place the cursor where you want the field text to appear and right-click. Click Insert Field.  

    For keyboard access, enter field at the Command prompt. 

 
4) Select AF Defined Object in Field names. 

5) Select the drawing containing the object you want to reference. 
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6) Select the object. 

7) Select the property of the object in the property list.  

 

8) Click OK button to insert a field. 
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Function Reference 

ACAD_FIELD 

You can use the other fields in the AF Formula field. 

1) Copy the field code from another field. 

2) Double click ACAD_FIELD in the function names. 

 

3) Paste the field code into the following dialog and click OK. 

  

Note: Don’t paste the other field codes to the Formula text box directly. Please use the ACAD_FIELD dialog 

to insert the other field codes. 
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IF 

Conditional statement uses this structure: 

IF (<condition>, <result-if-true>, <result-if-false>) 

Supported Conditional Operators 

< Less than 

<= Less than or Equal 

> Greater than 

>= Greater than or Equal 

= Equal 

<> NOT Equal 

Examples: 

A2 = 50 

IF(A2<=100,"Within budget","Over budget") = Within budget 

 

IF(A2>89,"A",IF(A2>79,"B", IF(A2>69,"C",IF(A2>59,"D","F")))) = F 

IF(A3>89,"A",IF(A3>79,"B", IF(A3>69,"C",IF(A3>59,"D","F")))) = A

LEFT 

Returns the first character or characters in a text string in AutoCAD field. 

LEFT(text,num_chars) 

Text is the text string that contains the characters you want to extract. 

Num_chars specifies the number of characters you want LEFT to extract. 

Remarks 

Num_chars must be greater than or equal to zero. 

If num_chars is greater than the length of text, LEFT returns all of text. 

Num_chars cannot be omitted. 

Examples: 

LEFT("Sale Price",1) = S 
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LOG 

The LOG function return the base-10 logarithm. 

LOG(1000) = 3 
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MAX 

The Max function returns the largest value from the numbers provided. 

MAX(1, 2, 3,4) = 4 

MAX(A1:F4) 
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MID 

Returns a specific number of characters from a text string in AutoCAD field. 

MID(text,start_num,num_chars) 

Text is the text string that contains the characters you want to extract. 

Start_num is the position of the first character you want to extract in text. The first character in text has 

start_num 1, and so on. 

Num_chars specifies the number of characters you want MID to return from text. 

Remarks 

If start_num should be greater than 0 and less than the length of text. 

If start_num is less than the length of text, but start_num plus num_chars exceeds the length of text, 

MID returns the characters up to the end of text. 

num_chars should be positive. 

Examples: 

MID("Fluid Flow",1,5) = Fluid 
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MIN 

The Min function returns the largest value from the numbers provided. 

MIN(1, 2, 3,4) = 1 

MIN(A1:F4) 
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Right 

Returns the last character or characters in a text string in AutoCAD field. 

RIGHT(text,num_chars) 

Text is the text string that contains the characters you want to extract. 

Num_chars specifies the number of characters you want RIGHT to extract. 

Remarks 

Num_chars must be greater than or equal to zero. 

If num_chars is greater than the length of text, RIGHT returns all of text. 

Num_chars cannot be omitted. 

Examples: 

RIGHT("Sale Price",1) = e 
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ROUND 

Rounds a number to a specified number of digits in AutoCAD field. 

ROUND(number,num_digits) 

Number is the number you want to round. 

Num_digits specifies the number of digits to which you want to round number. 

Remarks 

If num_digits is greater than 0 (zero), then number is rounded to the specified number of decimal places. 

If num_digits is 0, then number is rounded to the nearest integer. 

If num_digits is less than 0, then number is rounded to the left of the decimal point. 

Examples: 

ROUND(2.15, 1) = 2.2 

ROUND(2.149, 1) = 2.1 

ROUND(-1.475, 2) = -1.48 

ROUND(21.5, -1) = 20 
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ROUNDUP 

Rounds a number up in AutoCAD field. 

ROUNDUP(number,num_digits) 

Number is the number you want to round. 

Num_digits specifies the number of digits to which you want to round number. 

Remarks 

If num_digits is greater than 0 (zero), then number is rounded up to the specified number of decimal 

places. 

If num_digits is 0, then number is rounded up to the nearest integer. 

If num_digits is less than 0, then number is rounded up to the left of the decimal point. 

Examples: 

ROUNDUP(3.2,0) = 4 

ROUNDUP(76.9,0) = 77 

ROUNDUP(3.14159, 3) = 3.142 

ROUNDUP(-3.14159, 1) = -3.2 

ROUNDUP(31415.92654, -2) = 31500 
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ROUNDDOWN 

Rounds a number down in AutoCAD field. 

ROUNDDOWN(number,num_digits) 

Number is the number you want to round. 

Num_digits specifies the number of digits to which you want to round number. 

Remarks 

If num_digits is greater than 0 (zero), then number is rounded down to the specified number of decimal 

places. 

If num_digits is 0, then number is rounded down to the nearest integer. 

If num_digits is less than 0, then number is rounded down to the left of the decimal point. 

Examples: 

ROUNDUP(3.2,0) = 3 

ROUNDUP(76.9,0) = 76 

ROUNDUP(3.14159, 3) = 3.141 

ROUNDUP(-3.14159, 1) = -3.1 

ROUNDUP(31415.92654, -2) = 31400 
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SUBSTITUTE 

Substitutes or replace new text for old text in a text string in AutoCAD field. 

SUBSTITUTE(text,old_text,new_text) 

Text is the text or the reference to a cell containing text for which you want to substitute characters. 

Old_text is the text you want to replace. 

New_text is the text you want to replace old_text with. 

Examples: 

 

SUBSTITUTE(A2, "Sales", "Cost") = Cost Data 

SUBSTITUTE(A4, "1", "2") = Quarter 2, 2022

 Does Block Count Field support the dynamic block in AutoCAD 2006 or later? 

 
Yes, Block Count Field supports the dynamic block. 

 
 What’s the difference between Object Field of AutoCAD and Area Field/Length Field of 

AutoField?  

 
The Object Field of AutoCAD just calculates the length and area of a single object. The Area Field/Length 
Field of AutoField is able to calculate the length and area of multiple objects.  
 
 What’s the difference between Formula Field of AutoCAD and Table Cell Field of AutoField?  

 
If the content of the table cell is not a number, you cannot insert a field based on that cell by using the 
Formula Field of AutoCAD. You can use Table Cell Field to insert a field based on the table cell whatever 
the content of the table cell is.
